(for students enrolling in October 2025 / April 2026)
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Astronomical Science Program
Graduate Institute for Advanced Studies, SOKENDAI
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The NAOY]J Junior Fellow Program is a scholarship program for students enrolled in the Graduate
Institute for Advanced Studies, SOKENDAI, who study in Astronomical Science Program
demonstrating exceptional research abilities and displaying motivations for pursuing a career in
research.

As a general rule, scholarships will be payable for the standard period of time necessary for

the recipients to complete their doctoral program
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Only those graduate students studying in Astronomical Science Program, the Graduate Institute
for Advanced Studies, SOKENDALI, are eligible for the support.
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Applicants who apply for the entrance examination of the Astronomical Science Program of the

Graduate Institute for Advanced Studies, SOKENDALI, to be held in the academic year 2025.
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Note:
Recipients of JSPS research fellowship, MEXT scholarship or other equivalent scholarships®,
and those who have sufficient income to self-support themselves during their studies® are not

eligible to apply.

@3 The selection committee will make the final decision as to whether or not the applicant

meets the required eligibility criteria.

2. HFE5 1 Application method
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Students applying for Astronomical Science Program, the Graduate Institute for Advanced
Studies will automatically be considered as applicants for NAOJ Junior Fellow. There is
nothing to prepare when applying for NAOJ Junior Fellow other than the documents required

for application for admission.

3. ®%Z 5k Selection method
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Selection will be made through a comprehensive evaluation of the results of the entrance

examination.
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(1) Admission fee of SOKENDAI (equivalent to the amount actually payable)

(2) Tuition fee of SOKENDALI (equivalent to the amount actually payable)

(3) Monthly allowance (150,000JPY per month)

(4) Travel expenses (for applicants who reside outside of Japan at the time of examination and

who are required to travel to become enrolled after passing the selection examination)
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October 2025 admission:

Standard course term® starting from October 2025

April 2026 admission:

Standard course term starting from April 2026

®@; The standard period of time necessary for the recipient to complete the doctoral program
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(1) Admission fee of SOKENDAI: No fees will be collected from the scholarship recipient, as
NAOJ will make direct payment to SOKENDAI. However, recipients will be required to follow
certain procedures (details will be announced later).
(2) Tuition fee of SOKENDALI: No fees will be collected from the scholarship recipient, as NAOJ
will make direct payment to SOKENDALI.
(3) Monthly allowance (150,000JPY per month): The scholarship will be paid directly into the
bank account of the recipient every month.
(4) Travel expenses to Japan: Travel expenses will be paid in accordance with the travel expenses

regulations of National Institutes of Natural Sciences.
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Applicants will be notified of the results as soon as possible after the decision is made by the

selection committee.
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After enrollment, NAOdJ will check whether or not each recipient meets the eligibility

requirements. This will include checking if the recipient is receiving other financial support



comparable to this support system.
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In order to confirm the progress of the research, recipients must submit research reports (Form
2) via email by a specified date (to be notified separately).

10. AZBOEE Application after admission
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Students will have an opportunity to apply once per year, even if they are not accepted as a NAOJ
Junior Fellow at the time of admission. Students may choose to apply for both this program and
Associate Researcher Support System at the same time, but applicants can only be assigned to

either one of the programs at a time.
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Support will be terminated in the following cases:
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On student’s withdrawal from SOKENDALI.
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When a disciplinary action is taken in accordance with Article 60 of the Graduate University

for Advanced Studies Academic Regulations.
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On demonstrating exceedingly poor academic performance.
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When it is recognized that the student is unsuitable as a recipient.
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If the termination date of the scholarship falls in the middle of the month, scholarship

payments will not be made for the whole month.
